After 
that lesson I thought "pinch hitter nothing, I 
want to fly this thing!"  I started lessons in a 
low wing at Concord, but that did not work, so 
I switched instructors, airplanes, and airports 
by coming to Napa where I finished my private 
and instrument ratings with Napa Jet Center.  I 
still have a day job, but will retire in a few 
years, so in preparation for that I am going for 
my Commercial and CFI ratings.  I am 
squadron commander of the Napa County 
Sheriff's Aero Squadron, which is also a lot of 
fun.  I like to fly to our place in Tahoe in my 
C152, which I do pretty regularly, weather 
permitting, and I have about 1200 hours now.  I 

took some lessons in a glider at Soar Truckee, 
in order to become better at using thermals to 
climb to altitude, which has been very helpful”.  
 
It looks like Kristen will be a real asset to our 
chapter!
