Chapter 1268 Build Team leader on the
Pietenpol Aircamper being built in the club
shop hangar next to the clubhouse.

Hi Darrel,

We are moving ahead with the construction of
the wooden undercarriage based on the plans in
the 1932 Flying and Glider Manual.

James Kurniawan has done a very nice job of
setting up the fittings in CAD. We have made
some changes in the fittings to accommodate

some differences in the fuselage cross pieces

from the plans in the Manual.




When we have finalized the designs, | will take
them to the waterjet place in Napa for a
quotation.

We also need to order some wood for the
undercarriage. The requirements are below:

Front strut, spruce - 17 X 2 1/2” X 20” (2
requ’d)

Rear strut, spruce - 17 X 2 1/2” X 30”7 (2
requ’d)

Bottom Block, white ash 1 1/4” X 1 3/4” x 8”
(2 requ’d) I think we have sufficient ash
remaining in the hanger.

Cross bracing tubes - 3/4” X 20-gauge steel
tube 48” long. 2 requ’d

We should gather for a design review before
ordering and starting to manufacture. | will let
you know when the drawings are finished so
we can fix a time.

If you would like to take a look at the amazing
progress the team is making on this build, stop
by the clubhouse any Saturday morning after
about 9 am before the barbecue and take a look.

We are still asking for donations to go toward
the cost of materials for the project. As anyone
who has ever built an airplane knows, this is
not a for-profit project, since it will cost more
for materials than the project will sell for when
finished. It is a valuable educational
opportunity for the young people involved with
building the airplane, and will hopefully inspire
some of then to pursue a career in aviation.

We estimate the total cost, even with all the
donated materials, will run about $15,000. The
Chapter has advanced $5,000 from the general
fund, but that will need to go back in to finance
scholarships for youth in aviation.

Board of Directors Meeting
February 13, 2024




The Board meeting called to order at 6:20 pm.
Officers present were President Robin Tatman,
Vice President Darrel Jones, Treasurer Ray
Gallarate, Secretary Nelleke Cooper and Board
members Marsi Allard, Don Booker and
Membership Co-chair Ligia Booker.

Robin asked about earning interest on our
savings. Ray said he would transfer the savings
into interest bearing accounts.

Robin proposed raising the yearly dues to $20.
After some discussion brought up the fact that
the dues hadn’t been increased for many years,
the Board voted to approve the dues increase.
Members who already paid their 2024 dues at
the previous rate of $15 per year would be
credited for the 2024 membership. It was
pointed out that the Treasurer wouldn’t need to
bring a stack of $5 bills to each meeting to
make change for a twenty.

Ray made an appointment to talk to the
Redwood Credit Union about eliminating any
fees on the Chapter bank accounts. He reported
that the club is in good financial shape.

Darrel reported that he talked to the new
president of the Petaluma Area Pilots’
Association, Mark Spongberg, about activities
and events that could raise the profile of
Sonoma County aviation organizations. Mark
asked if Chapter 1268 could host a Young
Eagles event at Petaluma Airport. Darrel
responded that Chapter 1268 would need the
participation of the other Sonoma and Marin
County EAA Chapters to put on such an event.
Both Mark and Darrel agreed to work on that
goal.

Darrel reported that the restroom renovation
should cost about $30,000 using volunteer
labor for some of the work. He will prepare a
budget estimate for the Chapter to review.

Darrel will contact the EAA Young Eagles
office to see if they can tell us the total number

of Young Eagles the Chapter pilots have flown.

Don and Ligia Booker asked for help with the
membership drive. Marsi Allard volunteered to
help. The membership committee will try to get
an article in the local newspaper to solicit new
members.

Darrel reported that Gretchen is migrating the
Chapter 1268 and Sonoma Skypark websites to
a new hosting service because the existing
hosting service software is out of date and they
will not be updating it.

Robin reported that EAA has a leadership
training event in Livermore on March 23. She
and Darrel plan to attend, and she encouraged
any other Chapter 1268 members to consider
attending.

Robin reported that EAA has scheduled a
“Learn to Fly” nationwide event May 18. The
Chapter will discuss how it could participate at
the next meeting.

The Chapter’s next potential Ray scholar,
Grace Warden, was asked to introduce herself
to the Board for consideration for the
scholarship. She frankly informed the Board
that she is currently taking medication for
ADHD that would prevent her from obtaining a
third class medical for private pilot. She talked
to Mike Smith Aviation in Napa and learned
that she would be able to qualify for a sport
pilot license. The Board will discuss Grace’s
application and decide at the next meeting if
she would receive the Chapter’s second
matching funds scholarship.

Darrel reported that he has received two
applications for the 2024 Air Academy and has
extended the application period for a potential
third applicant. He will report on the final
outcome of the Air Academy applications at the
March meeting and ask for final approval for
the 2024 Air Academy applicants.

The meeting was adjourned at 7 pm.

Dinner was provided by Nelleke Cooper and
Will Campbell and consisted of barbecued tri-




tip steak, teriyaki rice, salad and bread. There
were three cakes for dessert, with one brought
by Grace Warden’s parent to celebrate her 16"
birthday.

Will Cambell presented a slide show of the last
Reno Air Races during dinner and before the
evening program.

The program was a presentation by President
Robin Tatman covering NTSB reports and
aviation safety.

INTRODUCING SONOMA'’S 2024
ALCALDE: WAYNE SCHAKE

The ‘mayor of Diamond A,” Wayne Schake,
was honored as the 2024 Alcalde for the city of
Sonoma on Wednesday, Feb. 7

Schake, a member of the Rotary Club of
Sonoma Valley, who once piloted an around-
the-world route for Pan American World
Airways.

Wayne Schake never concerned himself with
the hoopla of community service. Rather, he

stayed focused on seeing the city of Sonoma
reach her full potential.

So, it was no surprise Schake, now 88, felt
embarrassed when the Sonoma City Council
honored his as the 2024 Alcalde on
Wednesday, Feb. 7, for his dedication to
Sonoma youth, his efforts in Sonoma’s Rotary
Club and his support to build a park for the
Diamond A community.

“I’m probably not different from than the other
alcaldes,” Schake said. “You don't really do
these good deeds (for recognition). You just do
them because you want to do them.”

Alcaldes, in historic tradition, served as a
magistrate or mayor in Spain’s overseas
colonies and were given a silver-headed cane to
symbolize their position. In its modern
interpretation in Sonoma, however, the honor
of alcalde is given to a community member
who has made selfless efforts to support the
community.

In 1972, the tradition of anointing an alcalde
was brought back when the Sonoma City
Council honored Gen. Mariano Vallejo’s
grandson Richard Raoul Emparan. The Sonoma




City Council formalized naming an alcalde as
an annual tradition in 1975, and a silver-headed
cane has been passed down from each alcalde
since.

Schake moved to Sonoma in 1967 after serving
as a pilot for the U.S. military. Sonoma’s small
community was a “little backward” when he
and his wife Celia planned to raise their family
here.

“We felt Sonoma may have needed a little help
to get our kids to where we wanted to go,”
Schake said. “It was really a nice place, and we
thought we could make it better.”

Visiting the 8-acre park in Diamond A Ranch
that he and other residents of the Sonoma
Mountain community helped construct for the
young families, he observed that the recent
rains had left a baseball diamond muddy and a
horse enclosure vacant. Still, he recalled his
children playing in the fields in their youth.

“I think everybody takes ownership and
everybody wants to make it better, and it just
kind of builds on itself,” Schake said.

Schake also had Sonoma’s youth invest in other
communities through Seeds of Learning, a
nonprofit based in Sonoma committed to
building educational infrastructure in Central
American countries. In the past, Schake has
enlisted Sonoma Valley High School students
to build schools in the dense inland forests of
Nicaragua.

“We'd go down with high school kids ... We
think it's pretty important that our high school

kids see this from other parts of the world,”
Schake said.

Schake said he plans to go to Nicaragua for the
fifth time this summer, sponsored by the
Sonoma Rotary Club.

Working to build the future of Sonoma,
however, is a project he’ll never give up.

“One of the things I love about Sonoma, and I
think all of us do, is that old-timers like
ourselves we work to make it better,” Schake
said. “And I think we did make it better.”
